grammes published by the Forestry Section of the Ministry
of Agriculture.

Due to the limited financial resources in 2006, there were
total || publications published (including co-published
works) that dealt with the problems of forest conditions
and forest management in 2006, management of small fo-
rests, production of balled nursery stock, equipment for
game trapping, occurrence of mosquitoes in floodplain fo-
rests in South Moravia, and forest edges.

An information leaflet named “Forest Owners Associa-
tion“ was published within the consulting services for fo-
rest owners and tenants. It informs about the reasons why
owners of small forests should create associations and ex-
plains individual organizational forms of associating together
with the economic motivation.

A video programme named “Summer in the Forest* was
produced and there are two other professional video pro-
grammes being developed — “Forests of South-East Mora-
via* and “Forest Rhapsodies of Krusné Hory — Review after
Ten Years*.

The Forestry Section of the Ministry of Agriculture partici-
pated with its display at the Czech exhibitions — 9% Inter-
national Forestry and Hunting Fair SILVA REGINA 2006 in
Brno and ZEME ZIVITELKA 2006 in Ceské Budgjovice.

The Section of Public Relations and Publicity of Forest Ma-
nagement implemented several specific projects focused on
education and promotion of forestry this year.

A film named “Foresters’ Spring”, including documenting
photographs, was produced within the forestry education
as a tool for teachers.

Promotion and education programmes on the forest and
forest management for children were also organized in the
form of an accompanying programme at the 9 Forestry and
Hunting Fair SILVA REGINA in Brno, the exhibition NATU-
RA VIVA in Lysa nad Labem, Hunting Festival in the castle
Ohrada, national exhibition ZEME ZIVITELKA and the exhi-
bition called Education and Craft in Ceské Budéjovice.

The cooperation with FGMRI and FMI within the project
called “Strategy for Education and Communication in Fo-
restry” continued and shall continue also in the following
year.

Within their cooperation focused on forestry promotion,
FGMRI, LCR and FMI proposed their common display that
was organized at the 9th Forestry and Hunting Fair SILVA
REGINA in Brno. Information texts, leaflets and small ad-
vertising gifts were produced in order to increase the public
awareness.
